A group of volunteers began 

cleaning up the old Barnett 

Cemetery in Spray in August.  The 

cemetery was very overgrown and 

many of the old stone markers could 

not even be seen.  Four legible 
markers were located as well as 

numerous other rocks that may have 

marked graves at one time.  Lucy 

Barnett died in 1822 and hers is the 

earliest known burial.   
 

It is hoped that funds can be 

obtained to install a fence and to 

have a historic marker placed on 
the site.
