In 1976, a group of Eden citizens who
were concerned that their local history
would become lost to future generations,
united to form the Eden Preservation Soci-
ety. The Society was incorporated as a
501(c)(3) not for profit, privately-funded
organization for the primary purpose of
preserving and protecting the rich heritage
and history of the historic areas of Leaks-
ville, Spray and Draper within the city of
Eden, North Carolina.

Since that time, an elected board, mem-
bers and volunteers have worked together
to create and maintain the unique attrac-
tiveness offered by these historic areas.

EPS OPERATIONS
In cooperation with the Eden Historic Pres-
ervation Commission, EPS solicits the help
of private citizens, businesses and commu-
nity leaders who are interested in presery-
ing local historic sites, records and artifacts.

Current projects of EPS are The Eden His-
torical Museum, the 1830’s superinten-
dent's house on Carroll Street, cleaning-up
various historic cemeteries in the city, pre-
serving the foundation wall of the original
Morehead Cotton Mill and developing the
Morehead Mill into the Governor Morehead
Memorial Park.
